A. Be Certain of Your Salvation

• It is absolutely imperative that both partners 
in the marriage covenant be believers. 

• An unequal yoke produces a relationship 
that is totally out of balance, 2 Pet. 1:10; 2 
Cor. 13:5. 

• The Holy Spirit dwells in them both and is 
able to equip them to handle their problems 
and is able to love the other through them.



B. Be Clean of All Your Sin

• Sin should be confessed as far as it is 
known, Pro. 28:13. 

• Be sure that all sin has been dealt with 
before the Savior, and where necessary, 
before your spouse, 1 John 1:9; James 5:16. 



C. Be Committed To Your Savior 

• 1. Eph. 5:19-21 In Your Worship.

• 2. Eph. 6:5-9 In Your Work.

• 3. Eph. 6:10-18 In Your Spiritual Warfare.

• 4. Eph. 5:22-33 In You Marriage.



D. Be Committed To Your Spouse 

• Eph. 5:31 repeats the mandate spoken by 
Adam in Gen. 2:24. 

• All marriages stand a better chance for 
survival when there is a measure of 
independence from one's parents and in-
laws. 

• This would refer to physical, emotional and 
financial independence. 

• That covers leaving, but there must also be a 
great amount of cleaving.
