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Isaiah 46:3-4 KJV(3)  Hearken unto me, O house of Jacob, and all the remnant of the house of 
Israel, which are borne by me from the belly, which are carried from the womb:(4)  And even to your 

old age I am he; and even to hoar hairs will I carry you: I have made, and I will bear; even I will 
carry, and will deliver you.

Today we will pay homage to the Father of fathers, the Father of 
many sons and daughters, and the Father of mothers.

I hope by the end of this message; teaching, we will all have a 
greater admiration for the Father in heaven, more awe in our respect 
of Him, more love in our understanding of Him. I hope to see a light in 
the eyes of many of you; meaning your understanding of the Father has 
grown. I hope to learn that you will have more reverence for the 
Father. It would thrill me and Pastor Bealer to find out that you 
became part of The Remnant of the Father. What better way to 
celebrate Father’s Day than to become a part of The Remnant of The 
Father. 

There is only one way to get access to the Father and that is 
through His One and only ‘unique’ Son, Yahshua, or Jesus. If you want 
to honor the Father, you will honor the Son. If you want to reverence 
the Father you will reverence the Son. If you want to worship the 
Father, you will do it through worship of the Son. Everything that 
comes from the Father comes through the Son. You will not believe in 
the Father without believing in the Son. You will not receive of the 
Father unless you acknowledge it all comes by the way of the Son.

The scripture that speaks of many sons and daughters is a relative 
statement. What do I mean by that. It is referring to those who have 
attained salvation through Yahshua; Jesus the Son of The Father. Now 
if I were to tell you that in my family I had 6 sisters and 5 brothers you 
would say that my mother and father had many sons and daughters. You 
would probably indicate that I had a big family.

And in relation to the average American family you would be right. 
However to speak of the family of The Father, in relation to those who 
choose not to give true worship to The Father, through the Son, since 



Genesis 1:1 to the present, those “many sons and daughters” are very 
very few.                            
They are ‘just’ The Remnant of The Father.

Please turn in your Bibles to Isaiah, which is the fourth book from 
Psalms towards the New Writings commonly known here in America as 
the New Testament. 

Now to chapter 46 and let’s start with verse 3. 

What I want to do is to establish why this sermon/teaching is titled the 
way it is:

Isaiah 46:3-4 KJV(3)  Hearken unto me, O house of Jacob, and all the remnant of the 
house of Israel, which are borne by me from the belly, which are carried from the 

womb:(4)  And even to your old age I am he; and even to hoar hairs will I carry you: I  
have made, and I will bear; even I will carry, and will deliver you.

Notice three things from this scripture: (#1) the remnant of the 
house of Israel, (#2) born and carried from the womb, and (#3) He will 
carry and deliver. 

Repeat this after me: The Father Of The Remnant

Who is The Father that I am speaking of? He is, translating from 
the Hebrew, the Mighty One of many powers, Elohim, the one Americans 
call God. He is the Father with, or of many names and/or titles. In the 
Hebrew scriptures He is time and time again spoken of in the terms of 
The Father. Anyone who is a true believer has read this description of 
Him many times while reading their Bible. 

But here is a new twist to this particular Father’s day. 
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We are not going to give honor but to the only one who truly 
deserves the honor, this will be the day we will honor The Father, the 
Father of the remnant. We are not going to lower ourselves to 
glorifying mere man. Real men live for the Father, who is in heaven. 
When I have dismissed us I hope to have been able to have everyone of 



us know we can be closer to knowing the Father. Knowing Him well 
enough to celebrate every day as the Father’s day. It would be a day of 
rejoicing if when we leave here today we would have some 
understanding of the Son because of what we know of the Father. 

I would like for you to know The Father of the Remnant so well 
that people will say to you what the Pharaoh said about Joseph in 
Genesis 41:38 - KJV(38)  And Pharaoh said unto his servants, Can we find such a 
one as this is, a man in whom the Spirit of God is? We have a destination in mind. 
Imagine being so at one with the Father and of the Son that you could 
speak as Job did: Job 27:3  “All the while my breath is in me, and the spirit of  God 
is in my nostrils”. Do you know that you can be so in tune with the Father; 
with the Son, that what the Son read in Isaiah; not only pertains to Him 
but to you also; By really knowing the Father you will experience 
Chapter 61 of Isaiah and verse 1 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me; because the 
LORD hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to 
bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the 
prison to them that are bound.

I do not want you to know about The Father of the Remnant, I 
want you to know The Father! Who is the mighty One of many powers? 
What or who does the new writings say The Father is? John 4:24 
KJV(24)   God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in 
truth. 

Do you worship Him that way? Are you a part of the Remnant of 
The Father? The Father was in Yahshua, Jesus. He is one with the Father 
and if the Son is in you, that Spirit, who is The Father can dwell in you, 
live in you. And if they do, you are the Remnant of The Father.

Okay let’s move on.
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Allow me to pose a serious question. I have seen this happen time 
and time again: How much attention do we pay to the verses that are 
around the text? In your own mind I want you to answer this. When I 
sign a book I try to remember to write in it at least this: If you are not 
satisfied where you are become a Berean; (Now before I finish that is 
there anyone who knows where I got this? Allow me to continue) move 
to Berea. Then I write the scripture down: Acts 17:11.  Turn there 
please. Now this is very important to your spiritual growth. If this 
scripture is not a part of your life, daily life, then your spiritual life 
in the Messiah is very weak, if you have any of the Messiah in you at all.



Acts 17:11 KJV(11)  These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that  
they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, 
whether those things were so. Do you want to be considered one of the 
noble ones by the apostle Paul?

For this part of this teaching/message I want you to look at, again, 
Isaiah 46: 3 & 4, now through to verse 13

Isaiah 46:3-13 KJV(3)  Hearken unto me, O house of Jacob, and all the remnant 
of the house of Israel, which are borne by me from the belly, which are carried from 
the womb:(4)  And even to your old age I am he; and even to hoar hairs will I carry 
you: I have made, and I will bear; even I will carry, and will deliver you.(5)  To whom 
will ye liken me, and make me equal, and compare me, that we may be like?(6)  They 
lavish gold out of the bag, and weigh silver in the balance, and hire a goldsmith; and 
he maketh it a god: they fall down, yea, they worship.(7)  They bear him upon the 
shoulder, they carry him, and set him in his place, and he standeth; from his place 
shall he not remove: yea, one shall cry unto him, yet can he not answer, nor save him 
out of his trouble.(8)  Remember this, and shew yourselves men: bring it again to 
mind, O ye transgressors.(9)  Remember the former things of old: for I am God, and 
there is none else; I am God, and there is none like me,(10)  Declaring the end from 
the beginning, and from ancient times the things that are not yet done, saying, My 
counsel shall stand, and I   will do all my pleasure:  (11)  Calling a ravenous bird from the 
east, the 
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man that executeth my counsel from a far country: yea, I have spoken it, I will also 
bring it to pass; I have purposed it, I will also do it.(12)  Hearken unto me, ye 
stouthearted, that are far from righteousness:(13)  I bring near my righteousness; it  
shall not be far off, and my salvation shall not tarry: and I will place salvation in Zion 
for Israel my glory.

Key words: remnant, borne, carried, declaring the end from the 
beginning, from ancient times the things that are not yet done, 
righteousness near, not far off, salvation, and tarry.

What do we need to know, of the Father, to know The Father? It is 
the Remnant that is borne and carried by The Father. All are a part of 
His creation, not all are His children. If your life is not consumed of 
the Father’s will you will not be a candidate of the persecution 
against The Father’s children. Are you of The Remnant of The Father? Is 



every day of your life the day to honor The Father? Is every day The 
Father’s day in your life? 

Have you ever said, “I want to be just like The Son? What 
happened? How close are you to obtaining that? The Remnant of The 
Father consumes themselves with being a child of the Most High. Isn’t 
that what His Son did? Did He not consume himself with doing The 
Father’s will? Are you there? Where are you? How? Why? Are you borne 
of The Father? Do you know what it is like to be carried by The Father; 
befriended by The Son? Are you part of The Remnant of The Father?

Declaring the end from the beginning: just what is that suppose to 
mean? Let’s slow down for a few minutes and look at it. This is very 
important for anyone who wants to be like The Son of The Father. What 
is it saying? If you really want to know how the end is going to end go 
back to the beginning. Read the Torah: Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, 
Numbers, and Deuteronomy. These five books of the Hebrew scriptures 
is the key to understanding today, tomorrow, and the coming of the 
Messiah; His return. And to open your mind; 
your spirit, to real life examples go on through the Tanakh: Joshua to 
Malachi.
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These words: the end from the beginning are what He, The Father, 

gave Isaiah, and others to relay to us , so that we would spend time in 
the Hebrew scriptures, that we may understand today and the days to 
come. I am one that is spending more time in the Hebrew scriptures, 
otherwise known by Americans as the Old Testament, and am amazed at 
what I have been missing. So much is hidden and then revealed when we 
are ready for it. Are you ready for the truth?

“from ancient times the things that are not yet done”
Are we catching on yet. People are clamoring to the book of 

Revelation to find out what is coming. Then to the Prophets for 
explanation and all the time the understanding is hidden in the open  in 
the first 5 books of the Hebrew scriptures. Why are Christians so 
afraid of the Hebrew scriptures? Does anyone care to guess? Could it 
be that American Christianity has depended on personalities, for too 
long, to explain where to find, what to find, and then give the 
interpretation. Where are the “noble” Christians? Only the “noble’ will 
make it to The Remnant of The Father. Quit depending on regurgitated 
watered down milk. “Got Noble?” Grow up and make Your Father proud 
by studying on your own and prove Him right and become a part of the 



noble Remnant of The Father. Quit being a baby Christian. Grow up and 
find it on your own. The Remnant of The Father seek out the meat, are 
not afraid of finding it, and are noble enough to want the truth, only 
the truth, and nothing but the truth.

A person who says they are in the light does not need the light of 
someone else to lead them if they are professing to be of the light. 
We have a nation of babes in the Messiah; 20 years in the Messiah, not 
realizing that their shepherd is preparing a wolf’s banquet. The few 
that left because they found the truth, were ostracized. They were 
labeled fanatics, cultist, false prophets. And while all this is going on 
the wolves are preparing the table. 

The table set for the Remnant; at the head will be the Father and 
the Son. The ultimate Father’s day as we worship the Father, give praise 
to the Son and the whole plan revealed to the Remnant of the Father
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How many men in here can raise their hand and say, “I have been as good a 

father to my family as The Father in heaven has been to His Remnant”. Any hands? 
The Father of the Remnant deserves the honor we are here to give Him. Even 

Yahshua, the one we call Jesus, honors the Father and expects it from us, to honor 
the Father. Should The Father consider it honor, that you give Him, because you 
pass through here almost every Sunday except holidays, vacation, birthdays, 
anniversaries, picnics, company came, or the day is just too pretty.

People, who say they call on His name, Get noble, get off the milk, chew the 
meat of the word that you have found. Purpose in your heart to honor the Father, 
as the Son honors him. The Father and The Captain  of The Remnant are seeking 
noble people to honor and worship Him. 

In closing I want to invite you into the company of The Father and His unique Son, 
as sons and daughters. I shall do this through scripture and through reading the 
names of The Father:
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
